The most important function held in Idaho was the annual Stote
Tournament which was held in Twin TFalls on larch 2,3, and 4 at the
Rogerson liotel., Three games vere played on Friday, two on Saturday,
and two on Sunday, karch 4, The competition was the strongest ever
seen in Idaho and the winner was Glen Duckendorf, Jr, of Buhl who
had a G6-1 record, losing only his last gsame to Irv Taylor of Salt
Lake. The tournament was open to all Idaho, Utah, and llevada playcrs,
as is the custom in 2ll three states, and trophies were awarded to
the state wimner and to the '‘open" winner at the banquet Sunday
evening., This year was the first time an Idaho nlayer has ever won
the tournament and Glen certainly should be congratulated on his
victory, "Second place went to Fred Byron of Portland, one of the
Ilorthwests outstanding playors. Ile was named "open’ champion.
