Dick Vandenburg of Boise retained his Idaho chess title by winning the 1964
Class A sovcnament, 4=l, Second place went to Ted Hartwell of Twin Falls, 33-13.

The first day's action showed Glen Buckendorf and Dick Vandenburg leading after
two rounds, 2-0. All other players in the eight member A Class had either lost or
dcawa a geme, Vandenburg had beaten Hartwell in the second round, Round three saw
srendorf beat Vandenburg with a fine sacrifice and take sole possession of first
place, Fartwell and Kinpton drew their individual game, Sunday morning saw Kimpton
wianing from Buckendorf to even things up while Vandenburg won from 5th place, Eugene
Sowen, This rut Vandenburg ahead in tie, breaking points, needing only a fifth round
draw to annex his fourth Idaho championship,, In round five, Buckendorf again lost,
this time to Hartwell, and Vandenburg beat Kimpton in the championship game, Lloyd
was shooting for his first Idaho title and almost had it after an exchange gave him
the advantage. However, he lost his way with the help of fifth round fatigue, finally
lost a piece,and the game., As in 1963, Buckendorf lost both of his Sunday games (to
the same pizyers) and lack of stamina seems to be his biggest adversary, Sixth
place, Clareace Rambo, playing in his first Class A, scored 2-3 and took home the
tronhy for the highest placing Class B rated player in the A Class,

The B Class was all Wemnstrom! 5-0 is a good enough score for anyone especially
when you can score 18 solkoff points., Everyone Max played scored at least three
points, Two players scored 4-1, losing only to Wennstrom, Second place went to
a newcomer to Idaho chess circles, Von Schmidt of Twin Falls« C.E, Harris of
Caldwell, who is usually right up there, did it again and placed third,. No less
than seven players scorad 3-2 in the 19 player section and these were led by another
newcomer, Rev. Dale Olagn of Buhl, He also received the C trophy. Gene Rambo had
his troubles this year and could only score 2-3 but stilltook home the junior trophy.

A new innovation thig year was a speed tourpament and it was won by Glen Bucken-
dorf.. Glen took the double slimination event with a last game victory over second
place, Iugsie Cowan, Barmegy Craff came up from the B ranks to take third and Dick
Vandenburg was fourths This tournament is destined to be a favorite at the annual
tournament. The event took place at the Twin Falls YWCA building and was played
over the February 15-16 weekend., Lloyd Ximpton did his usual fine job of directing..

At the annual business meeting, Roy S. Parker of Nampa was elected President,
taking over from retiring President, Ted Hartwell,. Roy has long been one of the
outstanding chess promotors in the state and should do an excellent job as President.
Dick Vancenburg was re-elected Editor of the Idaho Chess Bulletin and George Rasor
was elected Games Editor, Norman Lee was named to the new position of Publisher
and John Myers will also assist in the publication of the Bulletin, Next year's
tournament will be held in Twin Falls over the February 20-21 weekend. The 1964
Idaho Open is to be held in Nampa at the new Community Center. It will mark the
first time that this tournament has been held outside Boise in recent years. The
cross-table results for the State Tournament appear on Page 2 of this paper.
