


DUNCAN SUTTLES WINS IN NEVADA

Duncan Suttles, 18 year old University of Nevada student, overpowered the
#ield in the 1964 Nevada Open, played in Reno April 8-11, with a perfect score
o2 7-0! The new Nevada State Champion has a USCF rating of over 2300 and this
victory, coupled with other recent tournament victories, proves him to be one
of the best players in the country and worthy of a very high master's rank,
His Nevada victory was the most convincing win by any player in the recent history
of the event, Several former champions, none of whom holds a rating within
200 points of the ncw champion, went down to defeat in individual competition with
him, Las Vegas' "/illiam Cornwall and Reno's Bill Taber both s cored 5-2 to place
2nd and 3rd respectively. Gaston Chappuis of Salt Lake City was the highest placing
out-of-state player with a 43-2% score, He was in second place going into the last
round but proved to be the final victim for Mr, Suttles,

Tdaho's Max Wennstrom had a sensational tournament and scored L% points to
place 7th! He won the Class B award and highlighted his tournament with a last
round victory over Utah Open champion, Don Benge, The only other Idaho player
in attendance, Lloyd Kimpton, played a good tournament but missed a high finish by
dropping 2% out of his first three games, and had to scramble back for a 33-3% finish.

A total of 26 players competed and play was directed by Utah's Harold Lundstrom,
Nevada had 15 entrants, Utah 3, Idaho 2, and California é, The competition was
very evenly matched, except for the champion, and players took turns knocking off
each other to even up the standings, The tournament was a very successful one
