won both of his Sunday games to reverse his last two year's play. Previously he
hal won on Saturday but slipped Sunday) That put Wennstrom in second place for a
chance at the champion but he lost in what was Vandenburg's toughest challenge of
the tovrnement (see games section), However, he did Win the trophy for being the
rishest ranking "B" player in the A section,

The seperate Class B division was won by young Gene Rambo of Murtaugh, 43-3.
A last vound draw with 3rd place Norman Lee was the only blotch on his record. And
this was no "Grandmaster" draw either. Lee tried desperately to win the game, which
was the last one to finish, since a win would have thrown the section into a three-way
tie for first which Lee would have won on solkoff points! The win, however, just
wasn't there, Don Murphy lost his first game to Lee but then won four straight to
niace 2nd, k=1, Roy Parker started with a loss and a draw but then won three straight
nd was 4th, Vic Waterman, 3-2, won the Class C award and Von Schmidt was second.
